There is about 90 – 95% coverage


Contains no self-employment information


Have to pay>$1500/quarter to have to report for the unemployment insurance taxes.


Some exempt occupations such as clergy

Some oddities – cases where one SSN has 50 different names or sometimes >$25,000/quarter—they clean and set cutoffs and there is always the fraud detection such for the 50 different names.

AvgEmplLevel - Employers report to TWC a monthly employment level.  The “AveEmplLevel “ is the average for the three-month period that make up the reporting quarter
Num of Employers (frequency = -181)

Employers file 2 things each quarter:

1) Summary Level Data on the Employers for the Quarter

2) SSN-level amounts paid to each worker during the Quarter

As part of the Summary Level Data we ask employers to submit the total number of people on payroll on the 12th day of the 1st month of the Quarter, the 12th day of the 2nd month of the Quarter, and the 12th day of the 3rd month of the Quarter. 

My guess is that the AvgEmpLevel is the average of those 3 months for a quarter. However, that information is really only tied to the employer.  It only relates to the individual student/worker if you want to know whether they went to work for a small, medium, or large company.
